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Muslims fast in the holy month of Ramadan; they fast by abstaining from eating and drinking
from dawn to sunset, so God grants them a great reward for their fasting and patience and
forgives their sins.
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God revealed the Noble Qur’an to the Messenger Mohammed, may God’s prayers and peace be

upon him, in the holy month of Ramadan, specifically on Laylat al-Qadr, which is better than a
thousand months, and this is one of the virtues of this holy month.

In addition, God made the month of Ramadan a month in which sins are forgiven and obedience
is accepted, the gates of Paradise are opened, the doors of Hell are closed, and the devils are
chained so that Muslims are encouraged to fast, do obedience, and give alms.
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In the month of Ramadan, Muslims come close to each other and visit each other and eat food
together at the Iftar table. The holy month of Ramadan is the month of affection and mercy in
which grudges depart from hearts.
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
