The mother bestows her children health and well-being, for she
is the one who carried in her womb for nine months and was
weak and weak. No one of her sons fell ill, she kept guarding
him all night until he recovered, for it is the ideal of altruism:
{And We have enjoined upon man to his parents: his mother
bore him in distress, upon weakness, and his weaning was in
two years, that he should not complain.} And last but not least,
given the giving of a mother, which is not matched by any other
gift in the world, it is not obligatory for us to celebrate her on
Mother’s Day only, but we must make all her days a feast, and
this is to return even a small part of her giving to us, and we
thank her for the tender she has given us. And let us gain the
pleasure of God and the satisfaction of His Messenger, who
said: Paradise is under the feet of mothers.
